Prof. Bernhard E. 

Bürdek's book was 

first published in 

1991 by the Cologne 

publisher Dumont 

and became within a 

few years a standard 

work on Design. It is a 

comprehensive book 

that shows the orien-

tation of product de-

sign to students and 

practicing and lectur-

ing designers. In a 

clear extension of the 

first (1991) and sec-

ond (1994) edition, 

the world-wide design 

activities has been 

plainly intensified and 

well founded. Also the 

history of product 

innovation can be 

divided into three 

stages, beginning 

with the product-

oriented or technol-

ogy-pushed stage. In 

the post-World War II 

era Americans were 

coming off wartime 

shortages and were 

in the mood to buy 

the many goods that 

manufacturers pro-

duced. Engineers, 

who were more prod-

uct-oriented than con-

sumer oriented, de-

signed new products 

that might or might 

not find places in con-

sumers' hearts and 

minds. This was a 

product-oriented 

process in which the 

market was consid-

ered the receptacle 

for products that 

emerged from the 

firm's research and 

development efforts.
